What is the Bexley Community Risk (CR) MARAC?
The CR MARAC is a multi agency meeting where information is shared on the highest risk/complex cases between representatives of the local authority, local police, mental health services, housing practitioners, safeguarding advisors and other specialists from the statutory and voluntary sectors.  
After sharing all relevant information they have about the individual at risk, the representatives discuss options for increasing the safety of the individual and turn these into a co-ordinated action plan.  

The main focus of the CR MARAC is on managing the risk to the individual, but in doing this, it will also consider other persons affected including managing the behaviour of any perpetrator.  The Panel will decide on the best approach to managing the overall risk to the person/community at large and on effective safety planning strategies. The Panel will expect certain risk mitigation action, possibly resulting from professionals meetings, to have been considered.
Information shared at the CR MARAC is confidential and is only used for the purpose of reducing the risk of harm to those at risk.
The CR MARAC is not an agency and does not have a case management function.  The responsibility to take appropriate actions rests with individual agencies; it is not transferred to the CR MARAC. A lead agency for each case will be identified (but is usually the referring agency).  Please do not refer to CR MARAC as part of your exit strategy with a case before discussion with Community Safety.
Who should be referred?

An individual at risk should be referred to the CR MARAC if they are highly vulnerable or at high risk to either themselves or others.  Completion of the risk scorecard, including the consideration of your own professional judgement, will allow you to establish whether the individual meets the threshold for referral (scores 25+).  
The case may be complex or involve a multi-agency approach. The case should not fall under the responsibility of another Panel such as the Domestic Abuse (DA) MARAC, MAPPA, CREST, High Risk Mental Health Panel, Channel Panel etc.  If following completion of the scorecard, the score is less than 25 the individual will remain with the referring agency for routine actions.
